Only swimmers, meet of ficials, workers, and NPDSC-approved coaches are allowed on deck.
No running or throwing of any objects is allowed in the school building.

No entry into areas of the school that have not been designated as an area of operation for the
meet (pool, stands, locker rooms, gymnasium, cafeteria, and adjacent entryways to facilities).

Follow all posted signage at the facility.

Team Area Rules:

There will be ABSOLUTELY NO FOOD OR BEVERAGES ALLOWED in the gymnasium/team area.
This is at the request of the high school and will be strictly enforced. The cafeteria is conven-

iently located and all food/drink must be consumed there. Please make sure that your team par-
ents are aware of this NEW rule.

Team areas will be designated by the Classic Committee. No using tape, rope, balloons, etc. to
mark individual feam areas.

Each team is required to provide supervision of their designated team area.

Spectator Area Rules:

There will be NO:
* saving of seats
* swimmers or swimming gear in the stands
* blankets or ftowels in the stands
* strollers allowed in the stands
* folding chairs allowed in the stands

Cameras and video recorders are permissible, but do not use them to save seats.

IMPORTANT: Due to limited spectator space and visibility issues, there will be a marked/
reserved area that will be ONLY for parents/spectators of swimmers in the current race. Spec-
tators will be expected to enter and exit this area promptly to allow other spectators adequate
time to view their swimmer's race. This area will be controlled by marshals, and spectators are
expected to adhere to marshal requests. Please make sure that your team parents are aware of
this NEW rule.
